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Impactos sociais, tecnoldgicos, econémicos e culturais

Esta pesquisa aborda (e tem potencial de impactar) temas relacionados a: Comunicagao
Mediada por Computador (CMC), ciberativismo, feminismo, propiciamentos e psicologia
ecolégica, pandemia da COVID-19 e a saude, a educa¢do e o trabalho de maes e criangas
brasileiras. Além disso, apresenta um registro histérico de movimentos que pleitearam vacinas
contra COVID-19 para mades e criangas no Brasil durante o periodo de emergéncia de saude
publica internacional da pandemia. Dessa forma, os impactos da presente dissertacdo de
mestrado estdo relacionados as seguintes areas tematicas da Politica Nacional de Extensdo: 1-
Comunicacdo; 2 - Cultura; 3 - Direitos Humanos e justica; 4 - Educacdo; 6 - Saude; e 8 -
Trabalho. Eles estdo alinhados com seis dos dezessete Objetivos de Desenvolvimento



Sustentavel (ODS) da Organizacdo das Nag¢des Unidas (ONU): ODS 3 - Saude e Bem-Estar; ODS 4
- Educacdo de qualidade; ODS 5 - Igualdade de género; ODS 8 - Trabalho decente e crescimento
econdmico; ODS 10 - Redugado das desigualdades; e ODS 16 - Paz, Justica e Instituicdes Eficazes.
Isso é devido ao fato deste trabalho trazer dados e postulados teéricos que colaboram para
pesquisas e acdes relacionadas a metas dessas ODS, especialmente: reduzir a taxa de
mortalidade materna global; acabar com mortes evitdveis de recém-nascidos e criancas
menores de 5 anos; acabar com epidemias de doengas transmissiveis; apoiar a pesquisa e o
desenvolvimento de vacinas e sua disponibilizacdo acessivel a populagdo; eliminar as
disparidades de género na educagao e no mercado de trabalho; aumentar o uso tecnologias de
informacdo e comunicacdo para promover o empoderamento das mulheres; reconhecer e
valorizar o trabalho de assisténcia e doméstico ndo remunerado; adotar e fortalecer politicas
solidas e legislacdo aplicavel para a promocao da igualdade de género; garantir a participacao
plena e efetiva das mulheres e a igualdade de oportunidades para a lideranca em todos os
niveis de tomada de decisdo na vida politica, econdmica e publica; e assegurar o acesso publico
a informacao.
Social, technological, economic and cultural impacts

This research addresses (and has the potential to impact) topics related to:
Computer-Mediated Communication (CMC), cyberactivism, feminism, affordances and
ecological psychology, the COVID-19 pandemic and the health, education, and work of Brazilian
mothers and children. Additionally, it provides a historical record of movements that advocated
for COVID-19 vaccines for mothers and children in Brazil while the pandemic was considered a
public health emergency of international concern. Thus, the impacts of this master's thesis are
related to the following thematic areas of the National Extension Policy: 1- Communication; 2-
Culture; 3- Human Rights and Justice; 4- Education; 6- Health; and 8- Work. They are aligned
with six of the seventeen Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) of the United Nations (UN):
SDG 3 - Good Health and Well-being; SDG 4 - Quality Education; SDG 5 - Gender Equality; SDG 8
- Decent Work and Economic Growth; SDG 10 - Reduced Inequalities; and SDG 16 - Peace,
Justice and Strong Institutions. This is because this work brings data and theoretical postulates
that contribute to research and actions related to these SDG goals, especially: reducing the
global maternal mortality rate; ending preventable deaths of newborns and children under 5
years old; ending epidemics of communicable diseases; supporting the research and
development of vaccines and making them accessible to the population; eliminating gender
disparities in education and the labor market; increasing the use of information and
communication technologies to promote women's empowerment; recognizing and valuing
unpaid caregiving and domestic work; adopting and strengthening sound policies and
applicable legislation to promote gender equality; ensuring full and effective participation of
women and equal opportunities for leadership at all levels of decision-making in political,
economic, and public life; and ensuring public access to information.
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
